In fact your mistake is trying to face this first thing in the morning without a plan of action and this is enough to ruin our whole day----maybe even a week. Instead, take the last thirty minutes of each day to examine what looms (出现) ahead of the next. Write down everything you want to finish.

Now, divide projects into three smaller lists. You’re a-list items (项目) are highest priority(优先权). Gather phone numbers and files you’ll need so that you won’t waste valuable time. Then draw up less immediate B-list. If tasks are brief and easily done, you may get to some of these items the next day, but don’t let them draw too much attention. Everything else should be C-listed.

Each list is flexible and subject to review at the end of the day, of course. Some items that were less important on Monday will move to Tuesday. Possibly, you can also slide (偷偷插入) in a less important task that’s fu to do. Either way, it’s important to begin each day with a fresh plan of attack, one that will get you past your morning panic and right down to work.
